* Fileservers: Maintain fileserver permissions, quotas, and monitor usage. Will be expected to make recommendations for large scale hardware purchases. 

System Auditing: Regularly audit production systems to ensure compliance with IT installation and security policies/procedures. 

* Document and maintain installation standards & practices. Document FAQs and solutions for customers.

* Communication: Facilitate ongoing communications among IT & user stakeholders regarding issues and activities relating to production operations.

* Spares & Support: Regularly assess service contracts and on-hand spare parts availability to ensure adequate coverage for all production systems. Administer spare parts inventories.
